❑ A toolbox updated on a yearly basis since 2020 that has accompanied the European  

negotiations process and synergies application.

❑ It is addressed to local, regional and national managing authorities

❑ It contains the main legislative references to synergies in EU funding programmes  

including EU Guidelines published on July 2022

❑ 42 examples of synergies put in place in the last two programming periods from local,  
regional, national authorities and universities: useful hints for future planning and  
implementations actions.

❑ Structural funds, Horizon Europe, Erasmus+, Digital Europe Life programmes and the  

initiatives belonging to the Next Generation EU package are included in this version.
